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The stocker/backgrounding budget was developed to assist Tennessee cattle producers in 
estimating the cost of production and net return to land and management. This budget should be 
considered a template or guide to estimating expenses and revenues, and it should not be 
considered representative of all circumstances. Users of this budget are encouraged to enter 
information into the budget that reflects their individual situation and production practices. Using 
information most closely related to a particular operation will improve the decision-making 
process. 

Disclaimer: Significant variability in inputs, prices and production practices exist across 
operations and from region to region. The information contained in this spreadsheet relies on 
estimates and assumptions specific to Tennessee. This budget should not be construed as a 
reflection of all circumstances across the state, as regional variability does exist. To improve the 
value of this tool, users are encouraged to use inputs, prices, production practices and 
management that are employed on their specific operation.
